PROGRAMME GUIDELINE

SUBMISSION 

All applicants must submit the programme application by 31 October 2007 and their essay by 14 December 2007. Applications must be accompanied by a photocopy of the applicant’s current student ID, and sent by postal mail postmarked by the deadline. Essays must be sent electronically to gk5@soas.ac.uk as a Word or PDF document.
Upon receipt of their application, a copy of the subject text assigned for this contest will be sent to the participants.
FORMAT 

1. The essay must not exceed 3,500 words in length.
2. Essays must be typed on one side per page with 3.2 cm-margins and page numbers must appear in the upper right-hand corner. The text should be double spaced and preferably in Times New Roman 12pt typeset. Referencing and bibliography should conform with a recognized style guide, preferably the MLA. 

SELECTION PROCESS

The award winners will be notified in January 2008. The first place winner of the Korean Literature Essay Contest (UK) will automatically be entered into a world-wide competition with first place winners from many different countries, among whom three finalists will be chosen and invited to an award ceremony in Seoul in December 2008.
